MINUTES:

Mr. Mooney made a motion to accept the minutes of the November 14, 2023 meeting. Mr. Hendershott seconded the motion. Motion approved.   

AGENDA REVIEW

No changes to the agenda as presented. 

NEW BUSINESS:  
Preliminary Review Subdivision Linford and Carrie Lapp Property Tax ID #078.00-01-07.180, 0 State Route 230, Town of Wayne in HC-1, section 1f. Application for subdivision.
The Lapps intend to subdivide a five acre plot out of the existing 35.5 acre plot they own. Frontage on rt 230 is inadequate according to current LUR, however they have received a variance for the non-conforming lot’s lack of road frontage.  Mr. Witkowski reviewed the submitted application and indicated it was complete.   Mr. Witkowski then made a motion to declare the Town of Wayne Planning Board as the lead agency for the SEQr review.  Ms. Gabel seconded and motion approved.  No significant adverse impacts from the proposed action were identified.  Of note, during the review question 5 the answer needed to change as incorrectly answered in original client application.  Carrie Lapp agreed to the change and Mr. Witkowski noted the change on the form.  The Lapps are to let the board clerk know when they have secured final surveys of the new proposed plots.  Once that is done, a final public hearing can be scheduled. 
The neighbor, Gigi Siglin expressed concerns about future building and use of the land following the subdivision.  Mr., Witkowski acknowledged her concerns, and said that the focus of the hearing is only to subdivide the land.  Use and building issues are not part of this action. He invited her to come to future meetings when such issues may arise.

Mr. Hendershott made a motion to adjourn.  Ms. Gabel seconded.  Motion approved. The meeting was adjourned at 7:35 pm.
